This 
statement should identify the issue or problem that the proposed legislation seeks to address and 
explain how the proposal addresses or resolves the problem or issue. 
 
Opposition to Adopted Legislation 
The RI Bylaws were amended to provide that an action of a Council on Legislation would be 
suspended if clubs representing at least 5% of the votes entitled to be cast by clubs file forms 
opposing a Council action.  Previously, a Council action could only be suspended if clubs 
representing 10% of the votes entitled to be cast file forms opposing the action.
